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The PurePods concept  is a suite of luxury glass cabins  set in remote locations. The 

PurePods are self-contained and have a low environmental footprint.  Tourism Growth 

Partnership funding will be used to establish 30 Pods throughout New Zealand in the next 

three years.  This project is aligned to the Tourism Industry Aotearoa’s Tourism 2025 

framework of targetting for value and enhancing the vistor experience.
